“Infant powdered milk formulas are being promoted
and distributed among poor people in some
developing countries. While some mothers benefit
from being able to bottle-feed their babies, they
may not know about the health risks.

Breast-feeding is free, nourishing and hygienic; it
contains natural protection against some infant
diseases. Powdered milk costs money. There is a
risk that it may be over-diluted by a poor mother to
make it last longer (resulting in malnutrition), or that
the water or bottle she uses may not be clean.
Bottle-fed infants get sick far more often and are up
to 25 times more likely to die in childhood than
those who are breast-fed for the first 6 months.” —
